Team Building workdays are a way for groups to take a day out of the office to work together as a team. The group will benefit from an informal team building experience, doing something they probably have never done before - build a home! The group will have to communicate, cooperate and get a job done. Leaders will emerge and lines of hierarchy will be broken down. You can work exclusively with your group or invite clients / colleagues to join you. What better way to forge a bond with coworkers and clients than to spend a day hammering and working toward a common goal? 

No construction skills or tools are required. Habitat for Humanity of Catawba Valley will provide skilled construction staff to train the volunteers and supervise construction. All tools, safety equipment and building materials needed for the day will be provided.

Habitat requests a $50 per person ($25 for a half day) donation to help cover the cost of building materials, tools, safety equipment, skilled supervision, and training for your group.  All volunteers will also receive a Habitat T-shirt to commemorate their workday, and Habitat will also provide coffee and doughnuts for a mid-morning snack break. · Group size can range from 5 volunteers to 25 (availability depends on date and stage of construction) 

· Requested donation is $25/$50 per person for a half/full day
· Habitat will provide: tools, building materials, T-shirts, training & supervision, refreshments, and assistance writing a press release, if needed.
